Shelby County Volunteers Feature Story

I would like to, once again, thank all of our
wonderful volunteers who help out up at
PetSmart on the weekends. On Friday,
January 15", someone who had adopted
two kittens from us in the past came in to
our PetSmart adoption center and asked for
help. Her home had burned down on
Wednesday and she had lost everything.
Most of her cats made it out (sadly she lost
one cat and her dog in the fire). One cat
had burned paws. Both cats that she
adopted from SCHS made it out safely.

Two of our volunteers, Nancy Barnes and
Pat Gagne stepped up to help. They lis-
tened as Ms Berman told them about what
had happened.

Pat and Nancy consoled Ms. Berman on her
loss and talked to her about what her needs
were. Pat allowed her to hold one of the
puppies that we had up for adoption.

When Pat saw how holding the puppy
calmed Ms. Berman, Pat suggested that they
go into the cat adoption room and interact
with the cats.

Later, Pat walked through PetSmart with Ms.
Berman and helped her to pick out food, litter,
as well as special litter for the cat with the
burned paws; and purchased the items for her.

Each week customers at PetSmart donate
canned food for the SCHS cats and dogs; we
gave Ms. Berman the canned cat food that had
been collected for the week. Nancy Barnes
made some calls and helped get Ms. Berman
set up with a local pet food bank to continue to
receive food for as long as she needs it. Nancy

also put out an email plea for help with food
and litter. We loaned Ms Berman a crate for
her cat with the burned paws and rounded up
several cardboard litter boxes for her to use
while the cats are staying with her daughter.

Our volunteers are the greatest! | want to
thank them all again and let them know how
grateful I am for their time, caring and compas-
sion.
